1.1 DESCRIPTION

1.2 RELATED WORK

1.3 SUBMITTALS


A.	Submit in accordance with Section 01340, SAMPLES AND SHOP DRAWINGS.


B.	Shop Drawings: Showing details of construction, materials and finish and installation details.


C.	Manufacturer's Literature and Data: Indicating mail boxes // and letter drop // of type specified and installation instructions.


PART 2 - PRODUCTS 


2.1 MAIL BOXES


A.	Construct fronts (doors and frames) and trim of either cast or extruded aluminum. Interior (nesting) shall be constructed of either furniture stock steel with baked�on finish; or sheet aluminum. Fasten fronts and interior (nesting) together to form a single unit. Boxes shall have card holders on back side for holding box number and owner's name. Boxes shall be 150 TO 165 mm (6 to 6�1/2 inches) wide, 125 to 130 mm (5 to 5�1/4 inches) high, by 350 to 400 mm (14 to 16 inches( deep. Slight variation in dimensions of lock boxes and letter drop will be acceptable.


B.	Door: Extruded aluminum hinged to swing out, and cam lock with either 3 digit, single dial combination lock or 5 pin cylinder key lock with three keys furnished. Provide doors with glass or clear plastic window. Paint box numbers in gold on back of window; or engrave number on doors.


C.	Provide sheet aluminum back panel with supporting hardware, latches and two handles.


2.2 LETTER DROP


	Construct letter drop of same metal as lock box fronts with beveled or rounded edges and without flaps. Drop shall have stock inside plate and metal lining secured together at corners with machine screws or bolts.


2.3 TRIM


	Fabricate trim from extruded or sheet aluminum to suit condition shown.


2.4 FINISH


Finish exposed aluminum surfaces as follows:


A.	Chemically etched medium matt, with clear anodic coating, Class II Architectural, 0.4 mils thick.


B.	Chemically etched medium matt, with integrally colored anodic coating, Class II Architectural, 0.4 mils thick.


PART 3-EXECUTION 


3.1 INSTALLATION


A.	Install mail boxes // and letter drop // in accordance with the drawings and specifications, and the shop and erection drawings.


B.	Set work accurately, in alignment and where shown. Items shall be plumb, level, free of rack and twist, and set parallel or perpendicular as required to line and plane of surface.


C.	Provide anchoring devices and fasteners as shown and as necessary for securing mail boxes // and letter drop // to building construction.


3.2 CLEANING AND ADJUSTING


A.	After installation, clean all surfaces as recommended by the manufacturer and protect from damage until completion of the project.


B.	All movable parts including hardware, shall be cleaned and adjusted to operate as designed without binding or deformation of the members, and to have all contact surfaces fit tight and even without forcing or warping the components.
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
