The Final Test Incident Report is used to record the number of critical and non-critical incidents and the number of outstanding incidents identified during Test Plan Execution. The project SQA Analyst is responsible for completing this report and for forwarding it to the Project Manager and Program Director.

The Final Test Incident Report will include the following information:

	The category which identifies the type of anomaly: CM=Configuration Management, CO=Coding, CS=Coding Standards, DC=Documentation Content, DE=Design, DP=Documentation Presentation, IA=Integration Agreement, PE=Performance, RE=Requirements, TR=Traceability, TP=Test Plan.

	Total Test Incidents 
	The total number of incidents identified during testing.

	Number of High Impact Incidents, Open and Closed
	Number of High Impact Test Incidents identified by test incident category and by open and closed status.

	Number of Medium Impact Test Incidents, Open and Closed
	Number of Medium Impact Test Incidents identified by test incident category and by open and closed status.

	Number of Low Impact Test Incidents, Open and Closed
	Number of Low Impact Test Incidents identified by test incident category and by open and closed status.

	Each column is totaled on the bottom line of the table and represents: 1) The total number of test incidents identified. 2) The total number of critical incidents open, 3) The total number of critical incidents closed, and 4) The total number of test incidents by each test incident category. 

The second table records the total number of test cases/scripts executed; the total number of test cases/scripts passed; the total number of test cases/scripts failed; the percentage of requirements covered by test execution; and the percentage of requirements covered by test execution, by test cycle.
