2.1 MATERIALS


A.	Aluminum, Extruded: ASTM B221


B.	Wire Glass: ASTM C1036, Type II, Class 1, Form 1, Quality q8, Mesh m1 or m2.


2.2 FABRICATION


SPEC WRITER NOTE: Check drawings. If details show "U. S." or "United States" on front of receiving box, delete in Paragraph A requirements for initials to be deleted. If there is an official U. S. Postal Service Office in the Main Building, letters "U. S." must appear on the mail chute and the receiving box. If there is no official U. S. Postal Service Office letters "U. S." should not appear, and locks on receiving box and chute locking bands are not required to meet U.S. Postal Service regulations.





A.	Mail chute and collection box, // except for locks on collection box and chute locking bands, // shall comply with latest regulations of USPS 16. //Initials "U. S." or words "United States" shall not appear on either chute or box. // Provide collection box with approved pin tumbler or lever type lock independently keyed with three keys furnished by the Resident Engineer from the USPS. Lock bands on chute may be locked the same as the collection box or may be fastened with machine screws


SPEC WRITER NOTE: Letter drops are not to be provided on psychiatric floors.





B.	Chute: Chute shall extend from top of collection box to 1400 mm (four feet eight inches) above top floor with mailing pocket on each floor //, except psychiatric floors //. Chute sides and back shall be continuous extruded aluminum, 2.7 mm (0.10 inch) thick. Mail chutes shall have removable clear wire glass panels, 6 mm (1/4 inch) thick, and removable floor connections with bases, lock bands, ceiling collars of heavy plate metal at least 5 mm (3/16 inch) thick, mailing pocket, lock and penalty card frame on each floor.


C.	Receiving Box: Approximately 900 mm (36 inches) high by 500 mm (20 inches) wide by 300 mm (12 inches) deep fabricated of not lighter than 2 mm (0.080 inch) thick sheet aluminum.  Reinforce box at openings for support of door and letter drop. Fabricate door of approximately 300 by 500 mm (12 inch by 20 inch) size of not less than 6 mm (1/4 inch) thick aluminum.

PART 3 � EXECUTION


3.1 INSTALLATION


A.	Coordinate early in construction to assure openings in floor slabs to receive mail chute are sized correctly and align vertical and plumb.


B.	Install mail chute and receiving box in accordance with the U. S. Postal Service rules and regulations governing construction installation.


C.	Clean metal surfaces promptly after installation of chute and receiving box and exercise care to avoid damage to protective coatings and finishes.


D.	Clean glass before and after installation. Remove excess glazing and sealant compound, dirt and other substances.
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
